The aim of the STCS conference is to encourage and advance the study of specific topics related to China through the exchange of information across disciplinary lines and to strive for creating and maintaining a multidisciplinary space for the fruitful exchange of ideas on different types, images, and categories of Chinese cultures. 

The 1st International STCS conference is dedicated to the Wei Jin and Southern and Northern Dynasties as one of the most remarkable phases in Chinese history. In the last few years, Western and Eastern scholars involved in Chinese studies have paid increasing attention to different developmental patterns and their causes during this period of transition. Therefore, the purposes of the conference are to:

· open a dialog between scholars of different disciplinary lines and to offer a platform for the presentation and discussion of recent research in literature, art, philosophy, history, ideas, and values of the Wei Jin Nan Bei period;

· highlight the significance of transition in the making of Chinese culture and history;

· revise historical approaches that have been prevalent in the study and research of China;

· elaborate existing theories and philosophies of investigation;

· form new research approaches and methods in Chinese studies.

We invite proposals for panels, round table discussions, and papers concerning the Wei Jin Nan Bei period for the 1st International STCS conference, organized by the Department of Asian and African Studies at the University of Ljubljana. Submissions from all disciplines are welcome.

Proposals (including the author's name, academic qualification, institutional affiliation, position, contact information – address, telephone number, e-mail, and a short abstract of no more than 250 words) should be sent to jana.rosker@guest.arnes.si or natasavampelj@yahoo.com before February 20, 2010. Scholars who have submitted their proposals by this deadline will be notified of their inclusion in to the conference before March 1, 2010. Accepted languages for the STCS conference are English and Chinese.  

The organizers of the conference will publish a selection of the conference papers in an edited volume and/or a special issue journal. The conference fee which includes support for obtaining visas, materials for the conference, and coffee break refreshments is 30 Euro. This fee is to be paid on the day of registration, i.e. on the 1st day of the conference. Accommodation is possible in hotels or hostels near the city center (a list of the hotels will be provided).
